DESCRIPTION:
The fundamental structure of the human body and the physiological 





mechanisms involved in normal functioning are presented through lecture 




and student participation in laboratory activities. 
STRUCTURE:        
Lecture 3 credit hours; Laboratory 1 credit hour two contact hours.  Total credit:  4 hrs.

This course is an online hybrid with in person lab.  In that format a variety of instructional methods will be used, including recorded audio lectures, PowerPoint presentations, video presentations, small group work, and web enhancement.   Students are expected to take an active role in the learning process.

Technology Component:   

Course delivery is via Blackboard.  There are video and audio presentations, internet resources; some web based testing, quizzes and assignments.

LABORATORY POLICIES FOR ALL BIO 135 LABS:
Attendance:  Students are required to attend all laboratory sessions.   If you miss more than 3 labs- excused or unexcused, you will be asked to drop the course.  
1. Missed lab - If a student misses a lab there will be no make-ups.  It is the student's responsibility to learn the missed information during open lab or attend another lab that same week. There are labs that involve data collection and require active participation and presence during the lab.  These labs cannot be made up during open lab.  The following options exist if one of these labs is missed:

a.) attend another lab later in the week only by consent of the instructor.

b.) provide written documentation of your excused absence.  You will be responsible for the information on the lab exam.

2. Missed lab practical exam - Students must complete lab exams during their scheduled lab period – no exceptions!!  If a student misses a lab practical exam for a legitimate reason (see below), a student may receive permission to attend another lab exam that same week, if written documentation of the excused absence is provided.  A student should call the instructor immediately to schedule the exam with another section.  After the week of the lab practical, a make-up exam is not feasible.  A student must call the instructor within 2 days if he/she misses an exam.

Tardiness:  Lab starts at 4:00.  If a student is significantly tardy they will be considered absent for the day.  

Point distribution may vary from the above list if an exercise must be modified or eliminated due to unforeseen circumstances.  Changes will be noted on the worksheet prior to the beginning of the exercise.   Regardless of points assigned during lab, the total points for lab make ¼ of the course grade for bio 135.  
Written and Late Work Policy:   Unless otherwise stated, all written work must be given to the instructor at the beginning of the lab in which they are due.  Reports that are late but are turned in within 48 hours of the due date will receive a 20% deduction in score.    You cannot wait until the next lab meeting to turn your materials in. 
 Withdrawal Policy:  A student must withdraw from both the lab and lecture class.  Those policies are stated in the lecture syllabus.

Removal of laboratory equipment, models, supplies, specimens from the laboratory is stealing and will be grounds for dismissal from the course

Cheating:   Cheating will not be tolerated.  This includes plagiarism as well as cheating on an exam or quiz.  Plagiarism involves copying homework exercises, experimental worksheets or other lab materials from fellow students.   

No eating, drinking, chewing tobacco or smoking in the lab at any time.  Failure to abide by this policy is grounds for dismissal from the course.

Safety:   All OSHA requirements and safety precautions must be followed in all laboratory sessions especially in those labs involving body fluids
Open Lab –  You may come into lab during the instructors in person office hours with permission.
